7.9.3.2 UK F3F TEAM SELECTION
7.9.3.2.1 Selection of the UK Team will be by way of two or more Team Trials (TT) carried out at separate slope locations in the UK.
7.9.3.2.2 The Trials will take the form of  F3F competitions, flown to FAI rules as described under section 7.20 of the BMFA RC Silent Flight Rule Book 1 Gliders.
7.9.3.2.2 The BMFA F3F Slope Nationals will form the first TT and will be open to all BMFA, SAA, RAFMAA AND RNMAA members. At the CD's discretion, non-members of these organisations will be allowed to take part, but their score will not count towards the team selection.
7.9.3.2.3 The competitors times gained during the first TT will be carried forward to the second stage. 'Normalising' of the scores will not be carried out.
7.9.3.2.4 The second TT will be a dedicated event and will be convened for the sole purpose of carrying out the second part of the team selection process. Only pilots who have given a commitment to attend the WC in the event they would qualify, and are members of the above organisations, will be allowed to take part.

7.9.3.2.5 The combined number of rounds completed in the first and second events added together should  ideally be 20 or more, but under no circumstances be less than 15. In the event that less then 15 rounds are flown, a third dedicated TT will be held.
7.9.3.2.6 After the completion of the minimum number of rounds, each competitors scores will be calculated on a round by round basis using the formulae 

Points per Round = 1000 * P2/P1 

Where P1 is the Competitors result, and P2 is the best result in that round

The results of all the rounds completed will be added to give the final points for each competitor.

7.9.3.2.7 The three pilots who have the highest combined points from all the TT will be invited to form the UK F3F Team. In the event that one of those pilots is unable to accept the invitation, then the pilot with next highest points will be offered a team position. This process is repeated as necessary in order to fill all places available.
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
